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Connecting Europe Facility: provisional deal on
next generation programme

» Funds to modernise EU transport infrastructure and complete essential Trans-European
projects

» Development of projects on very high capacity digital networks and 5G systems

* Projects funded will have to be in line with EU and national climate and energy plans

EP and Council negotiators reached a deal to upgrade the Connecting Europe Facility
and release new funds for transport, digital and energy projects for 2021-2027.

A provisional agreement between Parliament and Council reached on Thursday evening sets
the framework for how the funds for the Connecting Europe Facility (CEF) will be used from
2021 to 2027. The programme will fund transport, energy and digital projects, and ensure that
essential Trans-European projects, such as Rail Baltica, alternative fuels charging infrastructure
and the roll out of 5G coverage to important transport axes are finished on time by 2030.

With an overall budget of about €30 billion (in 2018 constant prices), CEF will fund projects to
modernise transport infrastructure and cross-border projects with an EU added value. Around
£10 billion allocated to cross-border transport projects will come fram Cohesion Funds and will
help EU countries complete missing transport links. A share of €1.4 billion will be designated to
fast track the completion of major missing cross border railway projects, to be selected by the
Commission on a competitiveness basis.

In the digital sector, CEF will support the development of projects of common interest on safe
and secure very high capacity digital networks and 5G systems, as well as the digitalisation of
transport and energy networks.

The programme will finally aim to make energy networks more interoperable and ensure that
projects funded are in line with EU and national climate and energy plans.

I. INTRODUCTION

1. On 2 May 2018, the Commission adopted its proposal for a Regulation of the European

Parliament and of the Council establishing the Connecting Europe Facility and repealing
Regulations (EU) No 1316/2013 and (EU) No 283/2014, as one of the proposals related to the

Multiannual Financial Framework (hereinafter: MFF). The proposal aims to establish the

legal basis for the CEF for the period beyond 2020.
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PART II: INDICATIVE PERCENTAGES FOR THE TRANSPORT SECTOR

The budgetary resources referred to in Article 4 paragraph 2 (a) (i) shall be distributed as follows:

—  60% for the actions listed at Article 9 paragraph 2 (a): "Actions relating to efficient,
interconnected and multimodal networks" out of which EUR 1 559 800 000* to be
allocated, in priority, on a competitive basis, for the completion of missing major cross-
border railway links between Member States eligible for funding from the Cohesion

Fund;

—  40% for the actions listed at Article 9paragraph 2 (b): "Actions relating to smart,

sustainable, inclusive, safe and secure mobility".
The budgetary resources referred to in Article 4 paragraph 2(a) (ii) shall be distributed as follows:

—  85% for the actions listed at Article 9 paragraph 2(a): "Actions relating to efficient,

interconnected and multimodal networks";

- 15% for the actions listed at Article 9 paragraph 2(b): "Actions relating to smart,

sustainable, inclusive, safe and secure mobility".

For the actions listed at Article 9 paragraph 2(a), 85% of the budgetary resources should be

allocated to actions on the core network and 15% to actions on the comprehensive network.

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7. On 10 March 2021, Coreper agreed on a revised mandate (cf. ST 5832/21) in view of the
trilogue held on 11 March which led to an overall provisional agreement, as reflected in the
Annex to this note.

8. Atthis last trilogue, the following amendments were provisionally agreed:

—  Recital 4 (biodiversity objectives): at the request of the Parliament, the wording of the

recital has been slightly adjusted to bring it more in line with agreed language as it
appears in the Interinstitutional Agreement on budgetary discipline, on cooperation in
budgetary matters and on sound financial management?.

—  Recital 34 (Duration): the EP's proposal, which refers to wording of the European

Council conclusions of July 2020 to one part, and the text of the common understanding

to the other, has been accepted.

- Article 5(1)(d)(v) ('Reciprocity'): the words "where applicable" have been deleted at the

request of the Parliament. This deletion does not result in a change on the substance.

—  Article 4 (Budget (Allocation of the Cohesion Envelope)): The following paragraph Sc.

has been added in order to address the EP's demand for a cap on the share of a Member

State in the total amount transferred from the Cohesion Fund to the CEF:

"Until 31 December 2025, the total amount allocated, from Article 4(2)(a)(ii), to actions
in a Member state eligible for funding from the Cohesion Fund shall not exceed 170%
of the share of that Member State in the total amount transferred from the Cohesion
Fund."

—  Article 14(2) (Co-financing rates): the wording of paragraph (ba) has been slightly
amended (and now refers explicitly to Part IT of the Annex) which does not result in a

substantial change.

—  Recitals 1 and 20b: the Parliament accepted the addition of the words 'islands' and

'energy isolation', respectively.
